From 280 West or East
Take Exit 5B (The Caldwells) from either direction. Proceed north on Livingston Avenue and look for the Church entrance sign to the right, located 0.2 miles past the traffic light at Prudential Drive/Becker Farm Road.

From North
Garden State Parkway South. Take Exit 145 to Route 280 West. Then follow directions from 280 above.

From South
New Jersey Turnpike North. Take Exit 15W to Route 280 West OR Garden State Parkway North.  Take Exit 145 to Route 280 West. 
Then follow directions from 280 above. 

From Route 46 
Take the Passaic Avenue Exit South (The Caldwells). Proceed south approximately 10 minutes until you reach the end of Passaic Avenue. At that light, turn left on Eagle Rock Avenue. At the 3rd light, turn right on Livingston Avenue. The Church entrance is to the left just past Lyons Avenue.

From Route 80 East

Take exit 47A on to Route 280 East. Then follow directions from 280 above. 
 
From Route 80 West
Take Exit 52 (The Caldwells). Turn right on Lane Road and then right on Passaic Avenue. Proceed south approximately 10 minutes until you reach the end of Passaic Avenue. At that light, turn left on Eagle Rock Avenue. At the 3rd light, turn right on Livingston Avenue. The Church entrance is to the left just past Lyons Avenue.

Ministry & Parish Groups
     As a parish community, we, at Our Lady of the Blessed Sacrament, take the message of the Lord Jesus seriously and seek to live out the Gospel each day as individuals and as a community of faith. Baptismal Family Outreach – Baptism outreach members visit families that are
                     having their baby baptized and bring a packet of information about 
                     Baptism and about OLBS.  Team members also assist at the Masses
                     where children are baptized.  They are asked to visit one family a 
                     month on average and to assist at Mass every few months.

Baptismal Garment Makers – During the rite of Baptism, a small white garment is

placed over the person being baptized as a sign that they have “put on Christ,” that they have risen with Christ. The garment is embroidered with a cross to signify the redemption that Christ won for us when he died.  At OLBS, these garments are made by parishioners so that the initiation of the newly baptized is much more personal.  The sewing and embroidering is done by individuals in their homes whenever their schedules allow.

Religious Education Catechist – The OLBS Religious Education Program is in
                       place so that all of our parish children attending public school may
                       receive age-appropriate education and formation in our faith in
                       grades 1-8.

Men and women 
                       from our parish volunteer their time to share their faith and to teach 
                       our children what we believe about God and the Church.

The RCIA process is also
                open to baptized Catholics who have not yet received First Communion
                and/or Confirmation and who have received little or no formal religious
                instruction. Those who become catechumens (the unbaptized) or 

                candidates (baptized Christians) meet on a regular basis with team
                members who assist them on their spiritual journey.  Those who want to
                be a part of the RCIA team “walk” this journey of faith with these adults 
                and share their own faith with them.
